(VOI' ce upbeat approach to the Mass.

The piano accompaniment is completely “fleshed out,” and when played as written, will convey
the joyful, contemporary nature of this Mass setting. However, the pianist should feel free to
use improvisation when desired, or to simplify the accompaniment by using the chord symbols
in the music. The organ may join the piano by simplifying the accompaniment, holding out the
chords in longer note durations.

The Glory to God may be sung during the Christmas season by substituting the regular refrain
with the Christmas refrain from Angels We Have Heard On High. The verses remain exactly the
same, so feel free to have the choir read from this version of the Glory to God and merely replace
the refrain with the Christmas refrain. If you order complete copies of this mass for your choir,
you will receive two free copies of the full version of the Gloria for Christmas which contains a
soprano descant on the final refrain. It is suggested that the cantors and accompanist use the
full Gloria for Christmas version. You can also order full copies of the Gloria for Christmas for
your choir if desired.
